“On the Confusion Tongues,” or his  

“On the Life of Moses” describes the Logos  

as God’s firstborn, a kind of Divine blueprint  

or mediator.  

 

Scholars point to Philo’s” De Profugis”  

and “On Dreams” for his “Logos theology”. 

 So if you dive into those,  

There is solid information. 

 

In Philo’s Neoplatonist theology, the Logos was an intermediary 

‘divine principle’, like a bridge  

between the one God  

and creation.  

 

So yes, he really saw the Logos as a 

 “divine son” or agent of God.  

 

 Philo a Helenist Jew philosopher   

lived during the 2nd century before Jesus Christ, 

 

And was a major influence for the  

Catholic Church Fathers
